How homework is set  
 

Homework is set weekly, with some subjects using a mixture of online platforms such as Dr Frost Maths, Educake Science and Duolingo Spanish. 

Department pages within the Office 365 Sharepoint platform enable students to recap lesson resources and source homework, using their student planner 

to record the homework.  If the homework is completed on an online platform, it is submitted virtually and feedback is provided via the platform.  

Homework may also be set in a paper-based format which students also record in planners.
